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Desert Hawks Club Meeting Minutes 

October 14, 2009 

The meeting was called to order by Treasurer, Daryl Schendel at 7:04 p.m. in the 
Lake Havasu City Library. There were eleven members, two board members and one 
guest present. 

Daryl led the members in a pledge of allegiance to the American Flag. 

It was announced that Jim Maguire had resigned and moved to Georgia. 

Daryl Schendel headed the meeting because Mike Lynch, Vice President was in 
Texas on business. 

A welcome to the members and guest was given by Daryl. 

A motion was made to accept the minutes as published in the club newsletter by Bob 
Martin and second by Terry Williams.  

Daryl read the treasurers report as follows:  Beginning balance was $8512.69, 
$240.19 in and $92.77 spent, leaving a new balance of $8660.11. 

Float Fly:  Activity in the bank was -$1540.96. $240.19 taken in and $23.50 spent, 
leaving the balance at -$1324.46. After October 1st, an additional $600.00 came in. A 
motion was made by Terry Williams to accept the report, second by Dick Williams.  

Membership report via phone conference with Mike Lynch, membership chairman, 
was that membership stands at 124. 

Daryl brought up the need for a new quorum  for next year due to the varying atten-
dance at the meetings. 

Carl Anderson asked that we all make Bill Rudd feel that we appreciate him for all he 
has done and that we welcome him back. 

Safety Report:  Nothing new from Terry Williams pertaining to safety.  He did make 
a suggestion that a heli-pad could be made  near where the grader is.  It was pointed 
out that a left hand approach could be a problem.  Carl Anderson suggested that the 
area be raked out and carpet staked down to have a trial period to determine if a 
problem would occur.  

Float Fly:  Carl Anderson passed around sign up sheets for volunteers to work at the 
Float Fly.  Areas where workers were needed include:  Impound, set up, teardown, 
flight line.  Carl voiced his appreciation for his committee, John Camp, Daryl 
Schendel, Bob Martin and George Fields. Bob Martin has offered to help with the 
recovery boats.  Windsor  Beach is to put up docks for the recovery boats but as of 
now has not been done. The use of  a partially dismantled pontoon boat would be all. 
It would provide 28 -30 feet of docks for the boats.  We would need to place inner 
tubes to protect the recovery boats.  Carl suggested that we could get use of a quad 
type off-road vehicle to shuttle airplanes.  We need tables set up but as of now we 
donôt have a source.  Several possibilities were offered.  Bob Martin suggested that 
the pavilion, which has 13 tables could be roped off and used for vendors and air-
planes.  Carl stated that Brenton Rhoades would supply a boat for retrieval.  It was 
stated that raffle prizes are coming in slow.  Since we may be low on prizes, we could 
use members donations of planes and parts.  The club might need to spend two to 
three hundred dollars to buy some prizes.  It was suggested that we have two differ-
ent ticket colors. One for general and one for a pilot raffle.  Desert Hawks members 
will be allowed to fly for free. Two tickets for the raffle will be given to all paying par-
ticipants at the time of sign up. Shirts for the event should be used for income to the 
club.  If any are left over they might be given to the workers.  We have 123 shirts to-

 If any are left over they might be given to the workers.  We have 123 shirts total.  
Five are for the lady workers. 23 pilots have pre-registered and the usual is about 
30. The club will encourage under 18 year old pilots and possibly allow a ½ price 
registration.  Carl is in possession of the park fee receipt.  Of the pre-registered 
pilots there seems to be a conflict of radio channels on channel 16.  There will be 
no impound for 2.4 mgh radios.  Impound will be on 72 mgh radios.  

Since there will not be a spotter assigned to each flight station, it will be necessary 
for  each pilot to supply his own spotter and transportation.  All club members 
should be available if asked by a pilot to be their spotter. Charlie Pasca will be in 
charge of settling any disputes.  Contest Directors are:  George Fields, Bob Yeager 
and Charlie Pasca. 

Mike Grey of Skyshark Hobbies  will be asking anyone flying on the island on 72 
mgh radios, not to fly on event days. 

Night fly for electric flyers will use glow sticks to keep orientation with their plane.  
The weight of the plane will be the deciding factor for which planes will be able to 
fly at night.  

Carl asked that club members make an effort to talk to and make the contestants 
feel welcome.  The food vendor for the event will be ñThe Fat Coyote.ò 

There was no library report.  John Camp, our education and recruitment 
chairman acknowledged that there is no place for indoor flying at present.  

Parade Float:  Due to a lack of interest from members we will not have a float in 
Havasu Days parade.  The club is in need of a Field Marshall/Maintenance 
Director. The club is in need of flight instructors.  

Field improvements:  A turn -a-round at each end of the runways has been 
suggested by the board as a possible field improvement for next year.  Bob Martin 
suggested that placing a heli-pad at the same time as the turn around should be 
considered. 

A break for refreshments was taken and raffle tickets were sold. 

Nominating committee:  Since no one has volunteered for the position of heading 
the committee, it looks like all the nominations for the 2010 Board of Directors 
will have to be from the floor at the November general meeting.  Nominees have to 
listed in the December newsletter as elections will be at the December 9th general 
meeting. 

Runway repairs:  David Rounds reported that he had made contact with the 
Registrar of Contractors regarding a possible complaint against Sunland Asphalt 
for the early deterioration of the newly coated runways.  The local inspector heard 
our complaint but opted to question his supervisor in Phoenix for advice.  The 
response from both was that we did not have a legitimate claim. It was decided 
this issue would be laid to rest 

Show and Tell:  Carl Anderson brought his new foam plane, powered by an electric 
motor.  His plane was very inexpensive to build but flies extremely nice for a flight 
time of 8 to 10 minutes.  His plane weighs only 11 ozs. Bob Yeager brought his 
yellow Goldberg Cub on floats.  Power is by K&B 60.  He stated he would like to 
have it ready for flight in time for the float fly.  

Drawing for the gift certificate was won by Bob Yeager.  50/50 drawing of $10.00 
was won by Dick Williams. Daryl announced that Thursday the 15th, 8:00p.m. -
9:00p.m. would be a work party at the field.  

Motion to adjourn by Terry Williams , second by Jack Fintz.                           
Meeting adjourned at 8:37p.m .
